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The Golden Pool
The Golden Nugget Las Vegas debuts another poolside attraction

Just in time for the ’09 pool season, 
the Golden Nugget Las Vegas 
recently unveiled the H2O pool-

side lounge, the newest addition to the 
world-renowned pool complex known 
only as The Tank.

H2O brings a fun lounge atmosphere 
to the already popular pool, introduc-
ing new colors and decor, upgraded 
furniture, lounge chairs and bar seating, 
new cabana treatments and a fire pit for 
evening poolside enjoyment — all adding 
to The Tank’s first-class poolside service 
and amenities.

Since officially opening in 2006, The 
Tank has received critical acclaim as one 
of the top pools in Las Vegas and beyond, 
most notably chosen by Forbes Traveler 
as one of its Top Ten Hotel Swimming 
Pools in the World.

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The Liberace Museum
For decades, Liberace was celebrated for 
his music, candelabra, charisma, rhine-
stones and razzle-dazzle, and the Liberace 
Museum (which is celebrating its 30th year 
in operation this year) houses a bit of each. 
The museum’s collection includes Liber-
ace’s rare and antique pianos, classic cars, 
famous bejeweled costumes and glittering 
stage jewelry. 

In 1979, the 
entertainer opened the museum to serve as 
the funding arm for a foundation that has 
offered over $5.5 million in scholarships.

Zero-G
Zero-G, the country’s only FAA-approved 
provider of commercial weightless flights, 
recently chose Las Vegas as its home base. 
The Zero-G experience is modeled after the 
weightless flight program used by NASA to 
train its astronauts. 

Travelers can flip, fly and float as they 
would in space, and it’s not simulated: 
Zero-G replicates the same levels of weight-
lessness experienced by the astronauts. 

Flights last about two hours with 15 sepa-
rate weightless experiences, each lasting 
about 30 seconds. But the outer-space-on-
Earth experience doesn’t come cheap: The 
Zero-G experience costs $4,950 per seat, 
plus tax, and includes a flight suit, compli-
mentary merchandise, awards, a post-event 
party, photos and a DVD of the flight.

Bombs Away
The first museum of its kind in the nation, 
the Atomic Testing Museum takes a look 
into the nuclear testing at the world-fa-
mous (or infamous) Nevada Test Site. The 
8,000-square-foot permanent exhibit hall 
includes artifacts from the Smithsonian 
Institute and Lawrence Livermore National 
Laboratory, as well as pieces of the Berlin 
Wall and New York’s World Trade Center. 

Designed to be highly interactive, the 
exhibits include touchscreens, motion-sen-
sitive plasma TV presentations and audio 
interviews with former test site workers. 
Free full-day tours to the Nevada Test Site 
depart from the museum monthly, but you 
must register in advance, follow the strict 
dress code and rules and undergo a back-
ground check. 

Through June 6, guests can check out 
the “Darker Shades of Red” exhibit, which 
revisits the Cold War from the skewed 
perspective of the Soviet Union’s prolific 
propaganda machine. Strikingly graphic 
in its Socialist perspective, the collection 
offers real insight into the economic, social 
and political ideologies that dominated the 
Soviet Union from the mid 1940s to 1990. 
Other must-sees include an exploration of 
the Cuban Missile Crisis and its effect on 
the American psyche, an exhibit on fallout 
shelter construction and a look at the sci-
ence of espionage.

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Las Vegas Travel Guide: So what are you 
seeing these days in the way of deals?
Karen Kimmey: How about the Fla-
mingo for $49? What we’re seeing 
is that each hotel group seems to 
be running their own stream of 
specials, but in spurts or relays. So 
you might have hotels from Har-
rah’s running their promotions for 
a few weeks, then MGM-Mirage, 
then Wynn, etc. And these are really 
phenomenal deals. But if you really 
have your heart set on Encore or 
Mandalay Bay then you just have to 
wait for that group to come around.

A lot of people do not know they 
can get a first-class suite these days 
for the cost of a standard. I had a 
client who wanted to stay in a suite 
at Mandalay Bay but I was able 
to find a lovely suite at THEHotel 
[at Mandalay Bay] for less than a 
standard room at Mandalay. 

LVTG: What do you recommend as cost-
efficient getaways for groups, such 
as family reunions or bachelor and 
gal-pal parties?

KK: There are plenty of opportu-
nities for groups. They can buy 
monorail day passes and get 
around that way to avoid taxi 
lines. They can book off-Strip 
suites, such as Embassy Suites 
about a mile east of the Strip, 
to get the maximum bed space 
— and that also comes with free 
breakfast. Coupon ads found in 
publications at concierge desks 
offer two-for-ones for attractions 
and meals. And there is a lot of 
free entertainment still around: 
the fountains at Bellagio, the 
new volcano at Mirage, the TI Si-
rens and even Downtown, which 
becomes a block party with free 
bands and lots of activity at 
night. It’s a lot of fun. 

For wild parties, I would book 
a limo for the night and hit the 
nightclubs. Or else go with a VIP 
service, such as Vegas VIP. They 
know the best clubs, they get 
you through the line so you don’t 
spend your party time waiting; 
and they can arrange VIP seating 
and service for the group.

LVTG: What are some “must-dos” that the 
average visitor might not know about?
KK: If it’s summer, I would say 
shop, shop, shop. Las Vegas has 
some of the largest and most 
amazing malls in the world. 
And it also has some of the best 
outlets around. If you are look-
ing for bargains, Belz Factory 

Outlet World on the south end of 
the Strip has a huge selection of 
outlet stores. Then the Premium 
Outlets near Downtown offers a 
lot of designer labels, such as St. 
John and Kate Spade, for the best 
prices possible. 

LVTG: What about deals on dining in Vegas?
KK: If you like a lot of food, the 
best deals in town can be found 
at buffets sometime after lunch 
and before dinner. But don’t shy 
away from casino coffee shops. 
Places like the [Planet] Dailies at 
Planet Hollywood and the Side-
walk Cafe at Bally’s have great 
reasonably priced food. And of 
course you can still find the $6.95 
steak dinner at Ellis Island and 
$12.95 prime rib at South Point. 

LVTG: It’s summer. What are your pools 
of choice?
KK: For families it would be a 
choice between MGM’s Grand 
Pool area because of the lazy 
river ride, and also Monte Carlo 
for its cool pool rides and slides, 
and Mandalay Bay, which has 
the wave pool kids love. 

For romancing couples you 
cannot beat Bellagio with its 
quiet pools and rose-trellised 
fountains and Andrea Bocelli in 
the air. For action, the guys really 
love Hard Rock and Palms, al-
though I am not going to say why. 
Girls might prefer Wynn or En-
core as happening places, but for 
a more sophisticated crowd. Also 
cabanas, despite their expense, 
are all the rage these days. 2
